The following pages represent the Wide Area Workflow (WAWF) User Defined Format (UDF)
for processing Reparables Receiving Report transactions in WAWF, including Unique
Identification (UID) and Pack Data/RFID information. Please refer to other UDFs to process the
following documents: Non-Reparables Receiving Report, Receiving Report — Pack/RFID
Update, Invoice and Invoice 2nl, Cost Vouchers, Progress Pay, Performance Based Payments,
and Commercial Item Financing. Fast Pay is not allowed for use with Reparables Receiving
Reports.

The Purpose of the Reparables RR:

The Appendix I (ReparablesRR).doc (Receiving Report for Reparables) is used to capture data
for the acceptance of the repair of reparables and the transfer of those reparables and if
applicable, their associated Ulls (including property that is shipped in place). Thus, it should
only be used when the Receiving Report meets all the criteria listed below:

1. The receiving report represents a repair activity — the QA / Acceptance signatures are for the
acceptance of the REPAIR of government property hardware.

2. The Ulls on the hardware have been added to the UID Registry and loaded with a custody
record that indicates the hardware is in the custody of the Contractor.

Do not use this transaction for original sale of items with or without Ulls. For these types of
documents, use the Appendix E (ReceivingReport EnergyRR).doc transaction.

For Reparables whose Ulls have not been loaded to the UID Registry, an independent update
will need to be made to the Registry to add the UlII(s) and associated custody record(s) to
indicate that the UII item is currently in contractor custody.

NOTE: If using a word processor program (i.e. Microsoft Word, WordPerfect, Microsoft
WordPad, Microsoft Write, etc.) to create FTP files, the text must first be cut or copied out of the
word processor program. It would then be required to be pasted into Microsoft Notepad or
another ASCII text editor and saved before sending the data to WAWF. This converts the text to
text-only format and removes the control characters that contain formatting information.

When submitting an attachment for a document, you must submit the attachments first, then the
document file(s). Each attachment may only be used for a single document. A single attachment
may not be used for multiple documents. If this is necessary, then submit the attachment with a
unique name for each document. To avoid potential errors, FTP files and attachments need to be
sent to WAWF in a binary format.

WARNING: Wide Area Workflow (WAWF) is designated for Sensitive Unclassified
information ONLY. Do NOT upload classified attachments into WAWF.

For example: Yes/No responses — the “Y” or “N” must be capitalized,
Product/Service ID Qualifier Codes and Transportation Method/Type Codes must also be
capitalized.

e All FTP files must have the following extension: .ftp or .FTP

e When appropriate, below the Line layout, there are list(s) of values for the Fields that has
identifiers. The basic import file layout is the same for all document types. For this
reason, Fields that are allowed by WAWF, but that are not used for this document type,
are shaded.

e The word “must” in a Line Note implies that the Line is mandatory. The word “may” in a
Line Note implies that this Line is Conditional based on the terms of the contract or the
needs of the contractor.

e Minimum/Maximum allowable field sizes for all monetary fields other than Unit Price
will be affected when using foreign currencies.

e The system will pad zeroes to right of the decimal point up to the number of digits
allowed for a Currency Code.

e The system will drop zeroes to the right of the decimal point if they exceed the number of
digits allowed for a Currency Code.

e [fanon-zero number is given to the right of the maximum number of allowable decimal
places as specified by the Currency Code, an error will be given.

e For currencies that allow more than 2 positions to the right of the decimal, the number of
digits that may be entered left of the decimal point will be decreased to accommodate the
extra digits allowed past the decimal.
